e. A current Health Certification/Licensure:  CNA, CMA, EMT, Firefighter EMT, Pharmacy Tech.,

Paramedic, Phlebotomy, Physical Therapy Assistant, LPN, Radiography, Respiratory Therapy, RN,

or Veterinary Assistant (a copy of the national or state certification must be provided).  Points are

not given for continuing education courses such as CPR, First Aid, or AED.

The applicants with the highest point totals are admitted first.  If there is a tie among point totals, students 

will be ranked based on their GPA (high school or college (whichever is higher)).  GPA and acceptance 

of transfer work is determined based on policies published in the current NWFSC Catalog and Student 

Handbook and as determined by the College Registrar. College prep, developmental, and upper division 

courses will not be included in determining GPA. For students who have not earned graded non-

developmental college hours at a regionally accredited institution, the high school GPA at the time of 

graduation will be considered.
